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SPECIAL TAX CREDIT FOR PHONE 
EXCISE TAX

If you haven’t heard it yet, there will be a special 
one-time federal excise tax credit in 2006 tax year 
(2007 submission) for rebates on excise taxes which 
were improperly collected on phone bills.

When it comes time to prepare and file your 2006 
tax return, make sure you don't overlook the "federal 
excise tax refund credit." You claim the credit on line 
71 of your form 1040. A similar line will be available
if you file the short form 1040A. 

If you have family or friends who no longer file a 
tax return AND they have their own land phone in their 
home and have been paying a phone bill for years, 
make sure they know about this form 1040EZ-T.

You can either take a standard credit of between 
$30 and $60, depending on the composition of your 
family, or you can file for the exact amount of the 3% 
federal tax you paid in the 41 month period AFTER 
Feb 28, 2003 through July 31, 2006. If you want to do 
that you have to file a form 9813 with your tax return.
